KAYNE ANDERSON ENERGY TOTAL RETURN FUND
ANNOUNCES ITS NET ASSET VALUE AT JANUARY 31, 2007

LOS ANGELES, CA - February 2, 2007 — Kayne Anderson Energy Total Return Fund, Inc. (the “Fund”) (NYSE: KYE), today
announced its net asset value at January 31, 2007.

At January 31, 2007, the Fund’s net assets were $827 million and its net asset value per share was $25.92 based on 31.9 million
shares outstanding.

As of January 31, 2007, equity and fixed income investments were 84% and 16%, respectively, of the Fund’s total long-term
investments of $1.1 billion. Long-term investments were comprised of MLPs and MLP Affiliates (45%), Canadian Income Trusts
(21%), Marine Energy Transportation (15%), Coal Companies (7%) and U.S. Royalty Trusts and Other Energy Companies (12%).
At January 31, 2007, the Fund’s total assets were $1.1 billion.
