
Houston, TX – (MARKET WIRE) – March 31, 2008 – (NYSE: KYE) Kayne Anderson Energy Total Return Fund, Inc. (the “Fund”) 
announced today that William H. Shea Jr. has been appointed to its Board of Directors.

Mr. Shea was the Chairman, Chief Executive Officer and President of the general partner of Buckeye GP Holdings, L.P. (NYSE: 
BGH) until June 2007. BGH is the publicly traded general partner of Buckeye Partners, L.P. (NYSE: BPL), which owns and 
operates petroleum products pipelines and terminals. Mr. Shea served as President of the general partner of BPL since 1998 
and CEO since 2000. Mr. Shea also serves on the Board of Trustees of The Franklin Institute. He earned a B.A. from Boston 
College and an M.B.A. from the University of Virginia. Mr. Shea also serves on the board of Penn Virginia Corporation (NYSE: 
PVA).

“We are extremely excited to have Bill join our board given his extensive experience leading a large and successful midstream 
energy company,” said Kevin McCarthy, CEO and President of the Fund.

Mr. Shea fills the independent board member vacancy created by the departure of Michael Morgan, who is resigning from the 
board effective immediately. Mr. Morgan recently decided to form a new private equity fund that will invest in the energy 
sector, including MLPs, and is stepping down from the board to avoid any potential conflicts of interest. “We are grateful for 
the insight and experience that Mike contributed to the board during his tenure as an independent board member,” said Mr. 
McCarthy.

ing, storing, refining, distribution, mining or marketing of natural gas, natural gas liquids (including propane), crude oil, refined 
petroleum products or coal.
